Description of Role

Ensuring children and families get the best possible start is a strategic priority for Sense as set out in our organizational Strategy 2021 – 2026.  The development of a national Early Intervention and Play service is a key part of delivering this strategic priority.  
The Early Intervention and Play Service will support children with complex disabilities and their families with all aspects of development, including communication, interaction and play.  By providing information, guidance and support; along with delivering pre-school sessions, developing activities and resources, and providing family events; the service will give families the skills, strategies and confidence to interact, build relationships and communicate with their child.  It will enable children to have fun, be happy, thrive, learn and enjoy the moment.
Early Intervention and Play Leaders are responsible for providing direct support to children 0 – 8 years with complex disabilities and their families, in their own homes, in the community and at our centres.  They will develop and deliver sessions based on the specific needs of children and families, working individually with families or in groups.  They will also facilitate online activities as part of our digital offer to families.

Specific Responsibilities
1. Service Delivery
· To identify children and families within Barnet and the wider surrounding area that would benefit from early intervention and support with all aspects of child development, including communication, interaction and play.
· To work in collaboration with other agencies as part of the local early years pathway to provide support and activities for children with complex disabilities and their families.  This will include supporting families in their own home, in community settings and at one of our centres.  Activities will include delivering regular stay and play groups, drop in activities, Saturday and evening sessions.
· To provide a programme of online activities and resources for children and families as part of a digital offer.  This includes working alongside the Arts, Sports and Well-being programme to provide engaging and meaningful activities.
· To make referrals to other agencies and services to ensure holistic support for families with education, health and social care.
· To maintain accurate and up to date records of contact and engagement; providing reports on outcomes and progress on a regular basis.
· To collaborate with the Sense Specialist Services for Children, Young People and Families to ensure that support for families is joined up, effective and outcome focused.  This will include delivering joint sessions and making effective use of resources, equipment and facilities.
· To provide information and advice to families about the specific needs of their child; and the support that is available to meet those needs, including linking families with other Sense services.
· To contribute to the comprehensive assessment of need for children and families, by liaising with other agencies and producing support plan reports and evidence from individual learning journeys
· To provide information and advice within the scope and remit of the role; referring on and seeking advice from other members of the team as appropriate.
· To promote the Early Intervention and Play Service and the wider Sense services for children, young people and families by establishing and maintaining positive working relationships with internal colleagues, including supporting fundraising and supporter engagement activities
2. Safeguarding
· To work within Sense policies and procedures and current legislation relating to health and safety; and the safeguarding of children and young people.

· To identify, report and refer any concerns relating to the safeguarding and protection of children and young people in line with Sense procedures.  
· To maintain appropriate and contemporaneous records relating to safeguarding

· To undertake regular learning and development on all aspects of safeguarding in line with Sense procedures

3. Other Duties
· The post requires flexibility and involves working occasional weekends and evenings to deliver activities
· To actively promote the principles of equality, diversity and inclusion
· To  carry out any other duties commensurate with the nature and grade of the post
· The role will require regular local travel across the geographical locality covered by the service
· The role will require some national travel and occasional overnight stays
